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Preparing your 4-H Exhibits for the 2009 State Fair

Exhibit Entries:

All exhibits (except crops and gardens) must be brought to the State Fair between 10:00 AM and 1:00 PM on Thursday, September 3rd.  Please have your crops and gardens exhibits to the 4-H Building at the State Fair no later than 2:00 pm on Wednesday, September 9th.  Separate lists of crops and gardens exhibits must be turned in on that day.  
Exhibit Entry Tags:

Each exhibit must have an exhibit tag securely attached.
Each county is encouraged to make a unique exhibit tag.
Exhibit tags are to be a maximum of 4 inches across and 3 inches long.
Information to be included on the exhibit tags:


Name of 4-H member (large enough to read from a distance of 3 feet)


County


Grade
Class and Lot number

Years in project

Item Description

***Please leave one of the bottom corners empty so that the judges may attach the ribbon.  (See examples.)
Exhibits with more than one part must have an exhibit card attached to each part numbered 1 of 3, 2 of 3, 3 of 3, etc.
At least 20 additional blank exhibit tags must be sent with the county exhibits when entered which will be used to replace damaged cards.

County Exhibit Lists/Disk:
Counties are required to turn in 2 exhibit lists on State Fair Entry Day.  Information requested is as follows: class number, lot number, first and last name of the exhibitor, colors/kind of item, and a complete description of the exhibit as insurance against loss.  The list should be labeled with name of county and a total number of exhibits entered.
An Excel list should also be submitted electronically (either on a disk or email to Lauralee.lyons@usu.edu) no later than Thursday, September 3rd.  This will make it possible to calculate premiums and then send back to each county to ease distribution. Those using the Online County Fair Program do not have to submit this electronic list.

The first list is to be in the order of class number & lot, last name, first name.
