 ‘Perpetual Starter Flock Program’

Got Sheep? Want Sheep? Get A Starter Commercial Sheep Flock!  The Utah Wool Growers Association will be giving away a starter flock to qualified individuals. The qualified recipients will receive the animals this year.

Each recipient will receive five (5) bred ewes!  These ewes will be yearlings or two-year olds.  The recipients will also receive $250.00 dollars buying credit to use at IFA, C-A-L Ranch, or Steve Regan for the procurement of basic sheep supplies.

Interest in breeding sheep on the farm and at sales is rising.  These sheep are very manageable for youth with their medium frame size, docile temperament and easy fitting requirements.  The biggest advantage of sheep over cattle is their productivity potential and multiple birthing abilities with normal production cycles.

Recipients of the ‘Perpetual Starter Flock Program’ will be recognized at the Utah Wool Growers Association annual convention which is held in late November, early December of each year in Salt Lake City, Utah.

Vocational Agriculture (FFA) instructors at Utah high schools are also permitted to apply for their high school to have a ‘Perpetual Starter Flock’ for instructional and hands-on programs.  Vo Ag teachers, be sure to indicate on your application form when submitting to the UWGA headquarters, or you may contact the UWGA Program Director, Holly Christley, in advance of submitting your application for any other questions or clarification needs.

Individuals between the ages of 12 and 25 years of age interested in applying are encouraged to read the attached “Application Form” in detail.  It is also suggested that you research the sheep breeds that are used in a commercial range operation under this program.  Feel free to contact the Utah Wool Growers Association, a range operator in your area, or a professional with Utah State University, i.e. Extension Agent in your area for more information.  If you fit the requirements mentioned above and would like to start or add sheep genetics, we want to help.  Whether you own a flock, or are wishing to start one, this ‘Perpetual Starter Flock Program’ can be an excellent opportunity.  Don’t delay, “Application Forms’ should be postmarked by August 31, 2008.
