
MEETING YOUR NEIGHBOR 
 
Items Needed:  None 
 
Say: “FIND SOMEONE ON THE OPPOSITE SIDE OF THE ROOM 
TO BE YOUR PARTNER.  TALK TO EACH OTHER FOR ONE 
MINUTE AND FIND OUT THINGS SUCH AS EACH OTHER’S 
FAVORITE HOBBIES, FOODS, MUSIC, MOVIES, OR BOOKS.  
WHEN I CALL TIME, I'M GOING TO SEE HOW WELL YOU KNOW 
YOUR NEIGHBOR.” 
 
When time's up, have pairs sit back to back and - instead of asking 
kids what facts they learned - ask: 
 
* What color shirt is your partner wearing? 
* What kind of shoes does your partner have on? 
* What color eyes does your partner have?
